IMPORTANT

· This appliance is not intended for use by young children or infirm persons without adequate supervision.

· Young children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

· In the event this appliance needs repair, please use an authorised service agent. Other than light bulbs, there are no user serviceable parts inside this device. The power supply cord must be replaced by the manufacturer, service agent or a suitably qualified person.

· There could be a risk of fire if the appliance were not cleaned on a regular basis.

· Do not flambé under the range hood.

· The appliance’s main plug or an isolating switch must be accessible after installation.

INSTALLATION HEIGHTS IN NEW ZEALAND

1. Where an electric cook top is installed under this range hood, the minimum distance between the top of the cook top and the underside of the range hood must be 60cm and the maximum 90cm.
2. Where a gas fuelled cook top is installed under this range hood, the minimum distance between the top of the pot rests and the underside of the hood, must be 65cm and the maximum 90cm.
FOR INSTALLATION OVER A GAS RANGE OR GAS COOKING HOB A DIFFERENT SPECIFIC HEIGHT REQUIREMENT MAY BE REQUIRED BY THE RELEVANT GAS AUTHORITIES.

WARNING

· The minimum distance between the hob and the lower part of the hood must be at least 60cm or 65cm depending on the type of installation, refer to “Installation Heights” for guidance.

· The air collected must not be conveyed into a duct that is used to blow off smoke from appliances fed with energy sources other than electricity (i.e. central heating systems, thermosiphons, water heaters etc.).

· Comply with the official instructions provided by the competent authorities when installing the disposal duct. In addition, exhaust air should not be discharged into wall or ceiling cavities, unless the cavity is designed for that purpose.

· Flame/fire retardant materials must be used for all ducting. Self extinguishing VO plastics are recommended.

· The room must be well ventilated in case the range hood and other heat equipment fed with energy, other than electricity (gas, oil, coal heaters etc.) operate at the same time.


The hood, while disposing of air, could create a vacuum in the room. The vacuum should not exceed 0.04 mbar. This prevents the gas expelled by the heat source from being taken in again. It is therefore, advisable to ensure the room contains air vents capable of ensuring a steady flow of fresh air.

PRODUCT DESCRIPTION

All Ikon™ Island Range Hoods are designed to be ducted externally; however, selected models also have the option of re-circulation. Hoods ducted externally draw air from the kitchen and force it outside using flameproof ducting (not supplied). Re-circulating hoods draw air from the kitchen, purify it using charcoal filters and return the air back to the kitchen through gaps in the flue.

WARNING: When using hoods with the re-circulation option, both charcoal filters must be used. When installed as a ducted hood, an exhaust duct conveys the steam and cooking odours directly outside through the installed ducting, exiting through either the wall or ceiling.  Therefore, this type of installation does not require charcoal filters.

INSTALLATION
To facilitate installation, before starting, remove the grease filters: press inward on the clamp at the handle and pull the filter downward (Fig. 1).

IF YOU WISH TO HAVE THE FLUE RUN ALL THE WAY TO THE CEILING, PLEASE ENSURE THAT YOU WORK YOUR MEASUREMENTS OUT FULLY BEFORE ATTEMPTING THE INSTALLATION. IN SOME INSTANCES EXTRA LENGTHS OF FLUE OR A CUSTOMISED FLUE MAYBE REQUIRED. 

You will notice when looking at the range hood with the flue removed, that the hood is secured to the ceiling by a bracket and there are four pre-drilled holes in the top of the range hood for attaching the bracket.

1. Refer to Figure 4. Establish the desired height of the hood above the bench top using the guides mentioned in the section “INSTALLATION HEIGHTS IN NEW ZEALAND”. 

2. Refer to: Figure 3. Use a “Plumb Bob” to find the centre point on the ceiling above your hob. Draw two lines 115mm directly in front and directly behind the centre point. This is to establish where the “Load Bearing Nogs” (not supplied) will have to be installed.  

3. Install “Load Bearing Nogs” and use the top bracket as a guide to cut a hole in the ceiling for the ducting to go through. 

4. Refer to Figure 5. Put the top bracket on the ceiling and bolt it onto the “Load Bearing Nogs”. These bolts are not supplied due to different thickness of timber used for the “Load Bearing Nogs”

5. Once the top bracket is secured, proceed by fitting the adjustable rails, connection rails and bottom-mounting bracket, at the desired height.

6. If ducted, feed the ducting and power lead through the middle of the brackets. Make sure the power lead is long enough to reach the plug socket and the ducting is long enough to reach the range hood.

7. Peal the protective film off the range hood and flues. Rest the flues over the top of the range hood. Attach the ducting to the range hood, and then bolt the range hood to the brackets.

8. Level out the range hood by adjusting the brackets.

9. Lift the inside flue (top flue) up to the ceiling and screw it onto the bracket.

OPERATION

Figure 2 shows the commands: 

1. Motor operation

Press Power button [image: image2.jpg]


 to turn the motor on. Motor will start at the speed that it was turned off at last time. Press + or --- to change speed from 1 to 6. 

2. Timer

There is a timer function to turn the hood off after a pre-set time. To active this function, press down the [image: image3.jpg]


 button and hold it for 3 seconds while the motor is running, the timer will be started. The Timer icon will light up and the LCD screen will show the time left before shutting the motor down.

To adjust the pre-set time, press “—“ button for 3 seconds while the motor is not running. The pre-set time will show up in flashing. Use “+” and “-” button to adjust. After you set the new time, leave it for 3 seconds and the time will be saved.

3. Grease filter washing reminder.

The time showing on LCD screen when the motor is running is the accumulated working time of the motor. After it reaches 30 hours a reminder icon will be flashing at the right bottom corner of the screen, reminding you to wash the filter.

Remove the anti-grease filters and wash them either by hand or in the dishwasher using neutral detergent.

After washing put the filter back on. At the stand by mode, press “+” for 3 seconds, the accumulation timer will be reset.

If the power is cut (rangehood unplugged), the accumulated time will be reset too.

4. Lights

Button  ☼   separately controls lights.

Particular care must be paid to the anti-grease filters which must be periodically cleaned in relation to use (at least once every six months).  Remove the anti-grease filters and wash them either by hand or in the dishwasher using neutral detergent.

When using the filtering version of the appliance, the charcoal filters must be changed according to use, usually every six to twelve months. Remove the filters by undoing the fastening screws and rotating (Fig. 9) and replace them by rotating into the opposite direction and re-tightening the securing screws.

To gain access to the light bulb(s), gently pry the cover off by using a small flat screwdriver, between the clear cover and the chrome/plastic surround that holds the lamp onto the range hood. Then simply swap the light bulb and push the cover back into place. Avoid touching the new lamp with your bare hands as the oil from your hands can shorten the life of the lamp. In the event contact occurs follow the lamp manufacturer’s recommendation for cleaning. Always replace with lamps of the same type and rating.

You will note that your Ikon™ range hood is fitted with a clear rectangular plastic container underneath the motor housing. This is only visible when the grease filters are removed. Over time as your range hood performs its daily duties, oil, fat and grease that is normally deposited inside the range hood body is directed into this container for easy cleaning. This unique design will help ensure your Ikon™ range hood remains in peak condition by minimising the amount of fat/grease collected in the motor. This container should be cleaned as necessary, usually on an annual basis.

Always ensure the container is in place when the range hood is in operation. DO NOT ATTEMPT TO BLOCK THE HOLE!!
